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Transsyberia Rally 2007: Punctual start from the Red Square
Moscow’s deputy mayor Juri Rossljak sends the gang on its 4414 mile journey through Russia and Mongolia.
Moscow, Augus 3rd,t 2007. The Transsyberia 2007, probably the most difficult rally for standard vehicles, has begun. At 11 o’clock today the deputy mayor of Moscow, Juri Rossljak, released the route, and sent the vehicle with the starting-number 1, a Porsche Cayenne S Transsyberia, from the Red Square onto the 4414 mile long course. Beforehand the organizer Hermann Holzfuß and the 3-time Paris-Dakar winner René Metge expressed their best wishes to the participants.
After the Spanish Dakar Rally winner 2006, Marc Coma, had to pull out of the rally due to an injury, and the Slovenian team around Igor Rucman was omitted because of an accident upon arrival, there are now just 33 teams competing for points and cups. Who wins the Transsyberia Rally 2007 is determined on August 17th, when the participants cross the finish line in the Mongolian capital Ulaanbaatar.

Numerous heavy weights of the rally scene can be found in the starting field. Amongst them European Rally Champion Armin Schwarz and the two-time Middle-East Rally Champion Saeed Al-Hajri. Suzuki is sending two exotic choices into the race: former motorcycle racer Katja Poensgen pilots the only women’s team, and Lars Kern is the youngest „Transsyberian“. Meanwhile Dr. Eric Brandenburg probably has the most unusual luggage content. In his Porsche  911 Safari you won’t only find crampons, and an expresso machine, but also a hunting bugle, which he used to blow the ‚Halali’ at the start in the Red Square.
